PROPHETIC WORD
1 A Psalm by David, O Lord, who may stay in your tent of 

tabernacle (place of spiritual covering - church)? Who may 
live in your holy mountain? (then God answers). 2 The one 

who walks with integrity (lives in full repentance), does what 
is right (and prospers because soul is prospering), and speaks 
the truth within his heart (seat of attitudes and will). 3 The one 
who does not slander with his tongue (backbiter, spy for others 
and flatters), nor does evil (causes emotional, physical harm)
to a friend (family member, neighbor). 4 The one who despises 

those rejected by God, but honors those who fear (worships) 
the Lord (we are to hangout with those who honor God and 
does His Will and lives according to the Bible). The one who 

makes a promise (commitment) and does not break it, even 
though he is hurt by it. 5 The one who does not collect interest 

on a loan (you can charge a small amount of interest - but 
God is encouraging giving to those in need) or take a bribe 

against an innocent person (to be paid off with money,
 friendship to talk falsely about another). Whoever does these 

things will never be shaken (moved, knocked off course).
