1 Praise the Lord, O my soul [seat of the Will - heart 
attitudes, decision making]! Praise His holy name, 
all that is within me. 2 Praise the Lord [humble your 
life before God], my soul, and never forget all the 
good [benefits] He has done: 3 The Lord forgives all 
my sins [shortcomings] and heals all my diseases 
[cures all malady - sicknesses and complaints].  
4 God keeps me from the grave [going to hell]  
and blesses me with love [kindness] and mercy 
[compassion]. 5 God fills my life with good things 
[God provides for all your needs], and gives me  
the strength of a young eagle [God will renew,  
repair - rebuild if necessary]. 6 For all who are  
mistreated [oppressed, have been defrauded 
or deceived by others], the Lord brings justice  
[divine retribution]. 7 God revealed His plans to 
Moses [gave divine, Godly instructions that will 
bring about blessings] and let the people of Israel  
[God's chosen children] see His mighty deeds  
[His miracle interventions into their lives]. 8 The 
Lord is merciful [full of compassion] and loving 
[gracious], slow to become angry [patient with His 
children], and always ready to forgive [God is full  
of love for us]. 9 The Lord won't always be angry 
[accusing you of doing wrong if you ask God  
to forgive you] or point out our sins [God forgives 
and forgets - does not hold grudges]. 10 God  
does not punish us as our sins deserve [God loves 
you so much He doesn't treat you as you should 
be treated]. 11 How great is God's love for all who 
worship Him [who commit their lives to the Lord  
by asking for forgiveness]? Greater than the  
distance between heaven and earth [it's not  
measurable]! 12 As far as the east [sunrise] is  
from the west [sunset - they never meet], that  
is how far God has removed our sins from us.

13 Just as parents are kind [forgiving] to  
their children, the Lord is kind [forgiving]  
to those who worship Him [who honor,  
respect God with their behavior].
